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Pursuant to Elections Code §11242, the election shall be held not less than 88, 
nor more than 125 days after the issuance of the order.  Therefore, from today’s 
April 26 date, the election must be held on a Tuesday within the period of July 23 
through August 29.   
 
The recall ballot will consist of (1) the question to recall the officer and (2) the 
names of the candidates nominated to succeed the officer sought to be recalled, 
and (3) a blank line to write in a name not printed on the ballot.   
 
The election process requires various actions to take place prior to the election 
date; as a result, setting the election date as late as possible within the required 
timeframe allows sufficient time for the City Clerk’s Office to perform all the pre-
election procedures required.   
 
A proposed candidate nomination filing period to fill the potential seats of three 
Council members would commence on Monday, May 10, 2010, at 8:00 a.m. and 
end on Friday, June 4, 2010, at 5:00 p.m.   
 
Recommendation: 
 
It is recommended that the election date be held on Tuesday, August 24, 2010, 
which will allow for the various actions required by the City Clerk’s office to take 
place before the election date.

Discussion: 
 
2. Resolution No. 2010-15 
 
The Stanislaus County Registrar of Voters Office has traditionally provided 
elections service to the City of Hughson as they are the entity equipped to conduct 
the elections.  This resolution requests the County Board of Supervisors to permit 
the County Elections Official to render specified election services to the City for the 
holding of a Special Municipal Recall Election. 
 
Budget Action: 
 
Because the recall election was citizen generated, staff did not previously budget 
for the costs to hold the election.  Attached is an Election Cost Estimate provided 
by the Stanislaus County Registrar of Voters Office indicating an estimated cost of 
$13,500.00 to $22,750.00 for specified election services. 
 
Recommendation: 
 
Adopt Resolution No. 2010-15 and appropriate the maximum of $23.000.00 to 
cover the election costs. 
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
